I IHR should be a reasonably simple process,
especially in the LGPS where there are clear
Regulations and Rules. However, in practice

the system has not worked well since TR.

Line managers in particular are placed under
considerable pressure with very few having
been trained in how to support a team member
through the process. Dean Rogers, Napo’s AGS
will outline how the Ill Health Early Retirement
process in the LGPS is supposed to work. He
will set this against the context of problems
experienced and also set out where people can
go for additional help, support and guidance.
He will also talk about what some private sector
pension schemes may offer in employment and
wages protection, even if they do not afford
IHER. Members will also have a chance to ask
questions about other aspects of pensions and
compensation generally.

I Women in the criminal justice system have often
experienced serious and multiple traumas, many
of which are ongoing. Supervising traumatised
clients can risk staff developing vicarious trauma,
with a significant impact on health and wellbeing.
An initial study by Becky Shepherd, Criminology
Lecturer, London South Bank University, indicates
that vicarious trauma for female probation
practitioners is an under-researched topic. The
aim of this WiN fringe meeting is to design a
research model to study this topic further, to
demonstrate the need for proper support and
training in the workplace to reduce the risk of
vicarious trauma for female staff.
