.Napo Special General Meeting/Conference- ‘The Future Shape of Napo’ 

 Wednesday, 5 March 2014, Birmingham


A  Napo Conference and Special General Meeting will take place on 5 March 2014 in Birmingham. Speakers from across the Criminal Justice world will address the SGM throughout the course of the day. 

The NNC would like once again to encourage Probation Employers to agree, where possible, requests for one day’s paid special leave to attend this event at which constitutional amendments will need to be agreed to enable Napo to represent probation staff in the new operating model.

It should be recognised that there are two groups of employees who may wish to attend the Conference.  Where employees are attending in the capacity of accredited representatives, it is expected that time off to attend will be included within the local facilities agreement and this should be a factor in local discussions. The second group are individual Napo members for whom release would be subject to the usual considerations when authorising special leave, for example ensuring that the operational needs of the service are met.

Whilst the NNC recognises the pressure of work that Trusts are currently experiencing, the arrangements for the Napo conference have received support from senior NOMS management in terms of facilitating future joint working.  The granting of special leave to attend, where possible, would therefore be appreciated. The Joint Secretaries remain available to assist if that would be helpful.
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
